COMPETITION STRUCTURE 

➔ One group of 4 teams, each team plays each other once 
➔ 4 points for a win, 2 points for a draw, 0 for a loss 
➔ Team on top of the Ladder is the winner and will proceed to the Northern Metropolitan Region Finals 
➔ If 2 teams are tied on matches won at the end of the Round Robin, the result of the head-to-head 

match between the two teams will be used to decide the winner. 
➔ If more than two teams are tied on matches won, then Points % will be used to separate them.  

 
PLAYING CONDITIONS 
As per the School Sport Victoria Playing Conditions, listed below: 

❏ Volleyball is conducted under the FIBA Rules as interpreted by Volleyball Victoria unless otherwise 
stated. 

❏ All matches will be best of 3 sets. The first 2 sets to be played to 20 points with a 2 point advantage. 
❏ If a team wins the first 2 sets in the Round Robin, the third set will not be played. 
❏ The third set, if played, will be played to 15 points with a 2 point advantage. 
❏ Teams to change ends at end of each set. There will be a 1 minute break between sets. 
❏ Games will have a time limit of 35 minutes, After ​30 minutes​ if the game is in the 2nd set, when a team 

is up by 2 points the set will conclude. If in a 3rd Set, the match will finish after ​35 minutes​ as long as 
the score is not tied. If tied, 1 more point will be played. 

❏ Teams will need to be warmed up and ready to take the court at the scheduled times. 
 
SCHOOLS NEED TO PROVIDE 
All schools are required to supply the following: 

➔ a competent scorer/timekeeper. 
➔ A competent umpire (Will umpire 2 games not involving their school) 
➔ Volleyball  

 
FIRST AID 
Schools must bring their own first aid kits for bus travel and to further support first aid on the day. Schools 
must bring their own ice packs to the event. If required, schools must bring their own students epipens and 
asthma kits to the event. Schools are responsible for their own student’s anaphylaxis and asthma equipment 
and cannot rely on first aid here.

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Rules 
 

Team Size:  
❏ A maximum of ten (10) players may be used in one day with six (6) players on court at any one time. 
❏ There isn’t a limit to the number of substitutions a team can make during a game 
❏ Teams may choose to either rotate 6 players through the court and substitute players or they can 
❏ rotate all players through the bench. 

 
Time Out 

❏ Each team is allowed 1 x 30 second timeout per set. Time outs are called by the captain. Coaches may 
only address players during time outs and at end of sets. 

 
Lateness Penalty 

❏ If a team is late for the start of their match for reasons beyond their control and the team communicates 
with the convener, then the convener will try to accommodate the team as best he/she can. 

❏ If a team is 10 min late without notice or communication or in the convener’s opinion their lateness
