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· The games will be played according to the attached rules, which can be found on the SSV website. https://www.ssv.vic.edu.au/Downloads%20Library/Primary%20Schools%20Resource%20Manual.pdf 
Any changes to the rules for the State finals will be written below.
· Schools are required to have an adult who can umpire and score the game their team is participating in. The officiating will be shared between the two competing schools ie it cannot be one school umpiring and scoring.
· Schools must bring their own bats. Students can use wooden or plastic bats. All other equipment will be provided.
· Schools must be at the reserve in time for the 9:45 briefing and be ready to start the first game at 10:00 am. 
· A qualified First Aid Officer will be present on the day. Schools are asked to bring a First Aid kit to deal with minor problems. 
· Teams must be supervised by a school staff member. A parent can be the coach.
· The time schedule is based on the expected duration game (40 minutes) and having a short break (10 minutes) between games. To minimise the downtime between overs, it is expected that the incoming batsman are ready to move onto the oval as soon as the previous pair finish their two overs, and the bowlers know the order they will bowl.  
· In the four competitions, the teams play all the teams from their division and the winners will be decided by the results of the games. Teams will be awarded 4 points for a win, 2 points for a draw and 0 points for a loss. If a winner can’t be decided because two or more teams are on an equal number of points, the result of the game/s between the teams will decide the winner of the competition.  If this still doesn’t determine the winner, the winner will decided by the total number of runs scored. If there is still no result, the teams will have a ‘bowl off’. 8 members of each team bowl a ball at the stumps and 1 point is scored for each ball that hits the stumps. If required, the bowl off will be repeated until there is a winner. 
· In line with SSV rules, schools can have a maximum of 12 players play during the day. 
· All other rules, codes of behaviour etc will adhere to the 2023 SSV Conditions of Play.
